
Internet Protection Guide 
Would you like to make your Internet, 

1. Go to www.OpenDNS.com and click Start for 
instructions. 
 
Steps 2 through 5 are for the Linksys Router. 
Other routers are found on OpenDNS.com 
 
2. Visit the router's IP address in a new browser 
window.  http://192.168.1.1 is the default router 
IP address. (Also can try 192.168.0.1) 
 
3. Enter the Network password. 
Just type the router's password (try default 
password ‘admin’ – change your password) and 
click OK. 
 
4. Type in OpenDNS addresses in Static DNS 1 
and Static DNS 2 fields. 
The addresses for Open DNS are: 

·  208.67.222.222  
·  208.67.220.220 

 
5. Click “Save Settings.” 
 
 
 
 
 
 

6. Create a user account on www.OpenDNS.com  

7. Click “Manage settings”, Networks, and “Add 
This Network.” 

8. Give network a name like, “Home”, click on 
“Yes, it is dynamic, and click “Done”. 

9. Click “Settings” and select categories to block. 
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10. Click “Save Settings” 
 
11. Click on “Sign Out” (Always remember to 
sign out of OpenDNS.com so your settings 
remain secure.) 
 
12. Download DNS updating software for each 
computer by visiting 
www.opendns.com/download/windows or 
www.opendns.com/download/mac 
 
13.  Click “Run” to install.  Install on all 
computers. 
 
14. Enter Username and password from step 6. 

 
 
15. Select Network Name from step 8 and click
